
Workshop on MA Hindi SLM Writing and Editing 

 The Directorate of Distance Education, MANUU organised one day Workshop on MA 

Hindi SLM Writing and Editing was held on 28th December 2023, at DDE Library, 

MANUU Hyderabad.  Twenty five participants were participated in the workshop. In 

this workshop, there was an in-depth discussion on the principles and techniques of 

preparing high-quality self-study material in Hindi for students of Distance Education 

Mode.

As 

for the material itself, the first person who actually learns is the one who writes the 

text. From this point of view, the first learner is the text writer; every unit is a challenge 

for him, while writing every unit, the writer himself has to become a learner. Otherwise 

you will not be able to do justice to your target students. 

As the chief guest, former Dean of the Language Department, Prof. Nasimuddin Frees, 

discussed the challenges faced in preparing self-study material and encouraged the 

unit writers. He clarified that self-study material is mainly prepared keeping in mind the 

five selves - self-spirituality, self-contained, self-directed, self-motivated and self-

evaluative. 

Editorial Board members Prof. Shyam Rao Rathod (University of English and Foreign 

Languages) and Dr. Gangadhar Vanode (Central Hindi Institute) expressed their views 

and assured that they will continue to contribute to Maulana Azad National Urdu 

University in producing quality study material. 

Invited speaker Dr. Gurramkonda Neeraja (Dakshina Bharat Hindi Prachar Sabha, 

Chennai) elaborated on the challenges faced while editing self-study material 

methodically.
